Dear Pack 13 Parents, 

The Cub Scout Outdoor program is one of the methods used to bring about the purposes of Cub Scouting.  It is the "adventure" in the program.  Baden-Powell, Scouting’s founder, called Scouting "a game with a purpose", and he identified the outdoors as the "greatest classroom".  Certainly, that applies mostly to the Boy Scout Program, but Cub Scouts need that fun & adventure, too.  When the Cub Scout outdoor program is implemented (which includes a camp experience), you will see your boy(s) grow by leaps & bounds, gain a sense of their place in nature, develop teamwork, and even get a better sense of spirituality (for instance, "hey, that's a big tree, and I'm so small").  In short, getting the boys into the outdoors helps them become the boys that you want them to be.

Neither option involves any previous experience camping, nor does it require a great deal of equipment.  The pack can assist you with any equipment needs.  Here are your options:

Camp Carpenter

For those Scouts who have never been camping, this is the program for you!  It is intended for a Scout to attend with a parent and enjoy a camping experience together.  There are no schedules, so the Scout can take advantage of any particular activity, for any length of time.  Lunch, dinner, and breakfast is provided by the camp/ Check in is at 9AM on Saturday and check out at 10AM on Sunday.   

You bring your own tent, and enjoy any of Camp Norse’s activities.  Scouts & Parents can participate in activities at the BB and archery ranges.  After taking a BSA swim test, you can head to the pool for a swim or take out a paddleboat or rowboat at the waterfront.  Fishing, sports, crafts, and the Trading Post

will be all be open, as well.  Nighttime will feature a campfire program, and a movie in the dining hall.

Camp Norse Family Camp

Check in Friday after 5PM, and head home 2PM on Sunday afternoon.
Camp Norse One-Day Camp

July 7, 2011
$35 per scout **  (**2011 prices, subject to change)
Day Campers will be able to take advantage of the different activities throughout the week on a rotating basis:  crafts, skills, nature, BB, and archery.  Boys are placed in dens and walk from activity to activity with supervision.  Den time is scheduled every day for the Scouts to work on advancement or to  purchase items from our trading post.  The day begins with opening flags at 9AM and ends with closing flags at 4PM. Remember, bring your own bagged lunch, and we will keep it refrigerated!   

The goal of the One-Day Camp is geared for the beginning Scout who has never been to camp before, but wants a taste of what the outdoors is all about. Boys are placed in dens and walk from activity to activity with supervision.  Den time is scheduled every day for the Scouts to work on advancement or to purchase items from our trading post.  The day begins with opening flags at 9AM and ends with closing flags at 4PM.  Remember, bring your own bagged lunch, and we will keep it refrigerated!
